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“We control the whole of the production cycle;
from semi-finished tube to a finished piece of
furniture and then on to the customer. In this
process are all the bending operations, interme-
diate finishing and then painting after assembly,
all done in house” confirms Jonas Persson, the
Managing Director of Johpomek, a company sit-
uated in the north of Sweden.
From its beginnings in 1977, the company has con-
tinually developed until today when it is the leading
subcontractor in Sweden with 35 employees and

a turnover of around 40 million Swedish Kroner. It is
particularly well known as a supplier of furniture
for schools and public utilities;chairs, tables, bed
frames and sofas are the main products produced.

The expansion of the business has meant continu-
al reorganisation focused on their strategic objec-
tive of being a “single source supplier” and giv-
ing the customer what he wants. “Our clients
don’t want to deal with a vast number of subcon-
tractors and ask for proper collaboration in all phas-
es of product development and this helps us, “ con-
tinued Jonas Persson.
